1. Poems:

· Personal Inventory Poem (1 symbol, 1  simile and 1 metaphor)
· Roundel OR Villanelle (rhyming structured poem aba)
· Haiku (irony)
· Limerick (alliteration)
· Free Verse (on one of the themes listed below)
· Found Poem (on one of the themes listed below)
· Concrete/Shape Poem (on one of the themes listed below, personification)
2. Your poems must focus on a specific theme and/or demonstrate thoughtful use of figures of speech covered in class (metaphor, simile, symbol, personification, irony, alliteration). 

3. Include an analysis of 2 of your 7 poems. Where you identify and explain your choice of the poetic devices, writing style and content. Each write up paragraph should be done in complete sentences and include a topic sentence, supporting details and a concluding sentence. 
4. Media component: a cover and table of contents, with titles for each poem and a creative way in which the poem is presented 
· Close attention should be paid to neatness, use of space and creativity. You are welcome to use a variety of media for this component– collages, hand-drawn pictures, computer-aided images, 3-D construction, paper mache, etc. ENSURE THAT THESE ARE ORIGINAL. 
Note:  The cover page must include your name, teacher’s name, course and an original title for your anthology.
