Physical Anthropology 
Study topics including human ___________________________, human biology and other primate species. 

All Physical Anthropologists have extensive training in human ________________________ anatomy. 

Each subfield within the Physical Anthropology group has a specific focus of study. 

_____________________________Anthropology 
Studies how diseases and illnesses are genetically transmitted and how they are caused by environmental and social conditions. 

Examples include research into the appearance and spread of pandemic flu viruses in the past, such as the Spanish Flu of 1918-1920. 

_____________________________________Primatology 
Studies the thinking and communication patterns of modern primates; primarily Gorillas and Chimpanzees. 

Use knowledge gained from these studies to develop theories to better explain the __________________________________________________ of the human species. 
Forensic Anthropology 
Focuses on the discovery of clues in _____________________injuries. 

______________________ analysis to determine the family identity of a dead person. 

Often work with police forces to investigate cases of murder. 

Also are relied on to investigate mass murders by death squads or terrorists. 

Social or Cultural Anthropology 
Is the investigation of the origin, ________________________ and functioning of human ________________________________. 

Culture can be defined as a “way of living learned over time and _____________________by groups of people.” 

Culture includes: knowledge, language, beliefs, art, morals, laws and customs. 

Linguistic Anthropology 
Studies the link between _____________________________and culture. 

Also studies the structure of languages. 

Increasingly the study of the connections between language, the brain and cultural behaviour are under investigation. 

Archaeology 
Is primarily concerned with ____________________________________ and study of human constructions and artifacts. 

Gains insights into the lives of past cultures through an investigation of weapons, clothing, cooking utensils, storage containers, building and garbage
