Example of Fallacies in Movies:

Red herring: The entire film "Wag the Dog" When the President is caught in a sex scandal less than two weeks before the election, his White House spinmaster Conrad Brean creates a phony war with the help of a Hollywood producer.


Irrelevent arguments - Monty Python's Holy Grail movie you get a whole string of irrelevant arguments like “Witches burn because they are made of wood, and wood burns, and wood also floats, and so does a duck, so if she weighs the same as a duck she's a witch."

The film "Pleasantville" contains a nice example of the slippery slope fallacy. The elders of the town believe that having colors appear will by degrees lead to a total breakdown of society. And by the end of the movie, when everything is in color, some things have changed, but it's far from a breakdown of society.

Attack the Person/Character - There's a joke that Bill Murray's character tells in the movie "What about Bob?" The joke goes like this: Some shrink is doing an ink-blot test to his patient. He holds up one ink blot and asks the patient what he sees. "A naked woman" the patient replies time and time again. When he comes to the end of the test, the shrink says "I think it's obvious that you're obsessed with naked women." The patient replies "Well you're the one showing me all the dirty pictures."
