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PHILOSOPHER Seminar Presentation 
Creating a habit of meaningful discussion is crucial in the practice of Philosophy.  Over the course of this year you will have the opportunity to lead a class seminar using the theoretical framework of a famous philosopher on the list provided.  In order to make the discussion successful you will be required to fulfill the criteria listed below. 
1. Find a partner.  You may also work alone. 
2. Seminar dates will be assigned.  

3. Select a famous philosopher from the list provided and research their major theory in philosophy. (If they have developed a few theories, focus on the one that is most interesting to you).  

4. Ensure to include philosophers history and biography 
5. Organize a seminar presentation, which will be informative but will also facilitate a critical thinking about the given philosophical theme.  The presentation format is outlined below. 

6. Research a criticism of the theory and provide an alternate view point as well. 
7. Include your opinion on the theory/philosopher and elaborate/justify your reasoning. 
8. Create a visual (PowerPoint, Prezi or poster) that represents your philosopher.  Be creative in the way you represent his/her theory.  Your visual should not be text heavy but should include quotes, a picture of the philosopher, the name of their theory and a visual representation of it.  
9. Create a 1 page fact sheet with all the important information about the philosopher and his/her theory.  This will be photocopied by the teacher for the whole class.  There will be evaluations throughout the year based on the fact sheets. 
Check List of Must Do’s:

· Extensive research on philosopher and theories, class time will be provided, USE IT WISELY!!  

· Select main theory and expand 

· Research criticisms of theory

· Your own opinion

· Annotated Bibliography, i.e. proper sourcing 

· Create Factsheet 

· Create a wonderful presentation, include the following:

· Introduction

· Enthusiasm

· Clear and relevant content

· Not text heavy

· Interaction with audience, questions/discussion 
· Proper conclusion/summary of presentation 

· Visual must be embedded into presentation

Seminar Presentations Suggestions:
· Provide a short class reading about the topic 
· A “hook”: something that will draw the attention of the audience (i.e. a quote, a work of art, a poem, a song, a performance ) 
· Presentation: present your theory and its criticism, make it relevant. Here you may use power point, visual aides etc. 
· Visual: make references to it during the presentation

·  Discussion (facilitate discussion using a list of 5 questions)
